b. Sts works in pairs and perform.

A (15mins) Teach skit 1: giving presents

a. Teacher instructs and demonstrates with power point about how to give and
accept presents, connecting and comparing the customs of selecting appropriate
present;

b. Sts work in pairs and present;



B (15mins) Teach skit 2: giving compliment and reply
a. Teacher instructs with power point about how to give compliment and reply;
introducing the Chinese culture of courtesy when being complimented;

b. Sts work in pairs and present;

C. (5mins) Teacher introduces the part of talking about likes and dislikes, fruits,

which is a spiral revision of the previous thematic units.
